Show and Tell Items 
 
Puppet 

Typically, puppets are crafts produced at home and used for 
entertainment at village gatherings.  This particular puppet is a 
dancer from Rajasthan, a northwestern state in India, dressed in 
festive clothes.  

 
Clothed Mannequins 
    

A Woman with thick, black hair dressed in a traditional hand-woven 
white sari with gold border from the state of Kerala in southern 
India. 

   
Fisher Folks: The man is wearing a green shirt, a printed lungi 
(pants), a yellow bandana, and has a fishing net in his hand. The 
woman is wearing a green blouse and an orange sari. 
 
Dancers: Two women dressed in traditional clothes from the state 
of Gujarat, a northwestern state in India performing a folk dance 
called “garba.” The women are dressed in purple blouses, yellow 
skirts and green chunnis (shawls).  

 
 
Kathakali Mask 
 

A traditional mask from Kerala, a southern state in India, worn by 
Kathakali dancers (detailed explanation provided in the literature 
under the section heading “Indian classical dances.”
