German to English translation by Mrs. Hildegard Schnuttgen, 26 April 1994:

To these two married people, Joseph Strack and his wife Elisabeth nee Miller, was born a daughter on March 14 of the year of the Lord 1819.  This Magdelena was born in Youngstown Township, Trumbull County in the State of Ohio in North America and has been baptised and received the name Magdelena --- in the year of our Lord 1819 by Mr. Peter Mannenschmidt.  Witnesses to the baptism were:  Henrich Brunstetter and his wife Magdelena.

Style and Description:
This Fraktur is all hand-lettered and bears hand-drawn decoration.  The border is diamond-shaped, red and black in color with yellow corners.  The bottom third of the document bears traditional tulips, vines and other flowers, hand-wrought in reds, greens, yellows and blues by an unidentified artist.  Penciled on the back is "Mary Magdelena Strock born March 14, 1819" written by an unknown author.
Rev. Johann Peter Mahnenschmidt was the first German Reformed minister in the Mahoning Valley.  He came to Ohio from Washington County, PA, settling in Springfield Township, Mahoning County circa 1813.  Rev. Mahnenschmidt served numerous Reformed congregations in the Valley including Old Springfield and Good Hope (Beaver Township).  Reverend Mahnenschmidt died 13 July 1857 in Canfield, OH and was buried at Mt. Moriah Churchyard in Berlin Township, Mahoning County.
